Course Description 
 
In this course we will explore important musical genres and practices outside of 
the European-American sphere of influence, focusing on African, Indian, and 
Asian cultures.  We will experience some of the world’s great musical traditions 
through performance activities, analysis, and discussions of the music—within 
the greater context of society.  Ancillary topics will include religion, philosophy, 
language patterns, cultural history, and traditional customs. 
 
Class Activities 
 
Class sessions will encompass a variety of activities and modes of learning.  
Lectures will typically involve an “activity” component, emphasizing a great deal 
of individual and group participation.  This is a hands-on attempt to broaden your 
musical and cultural literacy.  Through the use of audio and video reinforcement, 
you will gain a first-hand knowledge of some of the world’s great music. 
 
Student Outcomes 
 
At the conclusion of this course, students will be able to: 

- distinguish musical styles and genres of Ghana, North India, Indonesia, 
and Japan. 

- describe the major cultural attributes of societies in West Africa, Northern 
India, Java, Bali, and Japan. 

- identify representative musical instruments and vocal attributes from 
African, and Asia both aurally and visually. 

- perform representative djembe patterns in a group setting 
- apply musical information to new musical settings outside of the Western 

sphere of influence.

Attendance will be taken, and unexcused cuts will affect your final 
grade.  You are also expected to come to class on time and prepared to 
participate actively.  Attendance and class participation will account for 
approximately 15% of the final grade.
