|. COURSE DESCRIPTION

This intermediate Spanish course focuses on the four skills involved in language usage: listening, speaking,
reading and writing. Students will review and expand their mastery of Spanish grammar and vocabulary, and
will develop their oral and written proficiency in the language. Attention will also be paid to the cultural diversity
of the Spanish-speaking world via videos, readings and music.

The class will be conducted entirely in Spanish. You should expect to dedicate at least two hours of study and
preparation outside of class for every hour of class time.

You will have video programs that accompany your textbook, which
you will need to watch as part of your assignments and be sure to explore “MySpanishLab” and the many
possibilities it provides to improve your Spanish language skills.

V. TESTING AND EVALUATION:

There will be four in-class exams. Exams will focus on mastery of the vocabulary, grammar, and culture
studied in each chapter. In addition, there will be short quizzes (“pruebas”).

There will be at least 5 announced quizzes (syllabus) and possible unannounced quizzes given at the
instructor’s discretion. There will be no make-up for quizzes. Make-up exams are only allowed for
verifiable excused absences, as defined on the attendance section. Please, be advised that an
absence for a quiz or exam will result in a grade of 0 for that quiz or exam.

Written proficiency will be evaluated through In-Class compositions.

Oral proficiency will be evaluated through daily participation in class, Oral presentations of current events
(“NOTICIERQ” consists of one presentation based on an article of a Spanish newspaper of the assigned
country) extensively prepared and practiced before the due date. On line resources for Oral presentations are
cited on this syllabus, on page 1.

Class preparation will be daily evaluated and Tareas will be graded based on “MySpanishLab” assignments,
as indicated above, plus any additional written homework.

Your class participation grade will be determined on the basis of both the frequency and quality of your
contribution to class.

Also, each of you will meet with me towards the end of the semester for a final conversation or Oral interview
based on the material learned during the entire semester (vocabulary, grammar, etc.) which will be further
explained later in the semester.

ABOUT CLASS:

Classes will be conducted entirely in Spanish. If you need clarification, it is your responsibility to raise your
hand and let your instructor know. You are also encouraged to attend office hours or make an appointment
with your instructor for help of clarification.
Arriving on time is mandatory since class sessions are interactive. Repeated tardiness will negatively affect your
participation grade.
Cell phones and other electronic communication devices are NOT to be used during class time, unless the devise is
used for a particular class activity.
